Communicants receive our Lord’s body from pastor 
and then may choose to receive His blood from either the small cups or the common chalice. Used small cups should be placed in the 
wicker basket near the front pew. Those who cannot assent to the above statements or otherwise do not wish to commune may come 
forward for a blessing with arms folded across the chest. Please speak with pastor about communion preparation for young children or 
should you have any questions about our teaching or practice surrounding Holy Communion.

 As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, I therefore forgive you all your sins in
